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Section 3102 Readability Requirements - Electronic version of certification forms

Chapter 867 of the Laws of 1980 enacted Section 142-a of the New York Insurance Law (now Section 3102) requiring most policy forms to be in simplified language.  The Department with its February 18, 1982 letter distributed a paper version of a sample certification that would be considered acceptable.

An electronic version of this form is now available.  The certification form consists of two pieces:

· The first is a series of check boxes that indicate compliance with the readability requirements.  Readability Form Part 1
· The second is a form that calls for the forms to be listed along with the Flesch Score and the Document Statistics needed to calculate the Flesch Score.  Readability Form Part 2
As the number of forms in a submission may vary, we have left Part 2 as a Word Document.  If additional Rows are needed they may be added by clicking “Table”, “Insert”, and one of the Row choices.  When making an Electronic submission, Part 2 must be converted to Adobe PDF format and combined with Part 1 into one file.
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
