Notice must be given a minimum of 60 days and maximum of
120 days notice. [§3426(e)(3)]

2. Conditional renewal notice must be sent in the event of:

Change of limits [§3426(e)(1)(B)]

b.  Change in type of coverage [§3426(e)(1)(B)]

c.  Reduction of coverage [§3426(e)(1)(B)]

d.  Increased deductible [§3426(e)(1)(B)]

e.  Additional exclusion [§3426(e)(1)(B)]

f.  Premium increase in excess of 10% [§3426(e)(1)(B)]

3. The notice must be mailed to the insured and the insured’s
agent or broker. [§3426(e)(1)]
