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Conversion Right to a New Contract after Termination

{Drafting Note:  The following is required for child only coverage.}

A.  Circumstances Giving Rise to Right to Conversion.
You have the right to convert to a new [Contract; Policy] if Your coverage under this [Contract; Policy] terminates under the Termination of Coverage section of this [Contract; Policy] because You turn 21 years of age.  You are entitled to purchase a new [Contract; Policy] as a direct payment member.

B.  When to Apply for the New [Contract; Policy].
If You are entitled to purchase a new [Contract; Policy] as described above, You must apply to Us for the new [Contract; Policy] within 60 days after termination of Your coverage under this [Contract; Policy].  You must also pay the first Premium of the new [Contract; Policy] at the time You apply for coverage.

C.  The New [Contract; Policy].
We will offer You an individual direct payment [Policy; Contract] at each level of coverage (i.e., bronze, silver, gold or platinum) that Covers all benefits required by state and federal law.  You may choose among any of the four (4) [Contracts; Policies] offered by [Us; Our affiliated [insurer; HMO][insert name]].
