2.  Assignment.  
You cannot assign any benefits under this [Certificate; Contract; Policy] [or legal claims based on a [denial of benefits] [or] [request for plan documents]] to any person, corporation or other organization and any such assignment will be void and unenforceable. Some of the benefits in this [Certificate; Contract; Policy] may be limited to a specific number of visits, and/or subject to a Deductible.  You will not be entitled to any additional benefits if Your coverage status should change during the year. The Group may also have additional responsibilities as the “plan administrator” as defined by the Employee Retirement Income Security Act of 1974 (“ERISA”), as amended. We will give any refund of Premiums, if due, to the [Group; Subscriber].

If You have a question about the standards that apply to a particular benefit, You may contact Us and We will explain the standards or send You a copy of the standards.  We may also develop administrative rules pertaining to enrollment and other administrative matters.  We shall have all the powers necessary or appropriate to enable Us to carry out Our duties in connection with the administration of this [Certificate; Contract; Policy].

[28.]  [Significant Change in Circumstances. 
If We are unable to arrange for Covered Services as provided under this [Certificate; Contract; Policy] as the result of events outside of Our control, We will make a good faith effort to make alternative arrangements.  These events would include a major disaster, epidemic, the complete or partial destruction of facilities, riot, civil insurrection, disability of a significant part of Participating Providers' personnel, or similar causes.  We will make reasonable attempts to arrange for Covered Services.  We and Our Participating Providers will not be liable for delay, or failure to provide or arrange for Covered Services if such failure or delay is caused by such an event.]

[29.]  [Subrogation and Reimbursement.  
These paragraphs apply when another party (including any insurer) is, or may be found to be, responsible for Your injury, illness or other condition and We have provided benefits related to that injury, illness or condition.  As permitted by applicable state law, unless preempted by federal law, We may be subrogated to all rights of recovery against any such party (including Your own insurance carrier) for the benefits We have provided to You under this [Certificate; Contract; Policy].  Subrogation means that We have the right, independently of You, to proceed directly against the other party to recover the benefits that We have provided.

Subject to applicable state law, unless preempted by federal law, We may have a right of reimbursement if You or anyone on Your behalf receives payment from any responsible party (including Your own insurance carrier) from any settlement, verdict or insurance proceeds, in connection with an injury, illness, or condition for which We provided benefits.  Under New York General Obligations Law Section 5-335, Our right of recovery does not apply when a settlement is reached between a plaintiff and defendant, unless a statutory right of reimbursement exists.  The law also provides that, when entering into a settlement, it shall be deemed that You did not take any action against Our rights or violate any contract between You and Us.  The law conclusively presumes that the settlement between You and the responsible party does not include any compensation for the cost of health care services for which We provided benefits.

We request that You notify Us within 30 days of the date when any notice is given to any party, including an insurance company or attorney, of Your intention to pursue or investigate a claim to recover damages or obtain compensation due to injury, illness or condition sustained by You for which We have provided benefits.  You must provide all information requested by Us or Our representatives including, but not limited to, completing and submitting any applications or other forms or statements as We may reasonably request.]

[30.]  Third Party Beneficiaries.  
No third party beneficiaries are intended to be created by this [Certificate; Contract; Policy] and nothing in this [Certificate; Contract; Policy] shall confer upon any person or entity other than You or Us any right, benefit, or remedy of any nature whatsoever under or by reason of this [Certificate; Contract; Policy].  No other party can enforce this [Certificate; Contract; Policy]’s provisions or seek any remedy arising out of either Our or Your performance or failure to perform any portion of this [Certificate; Contract; Policy], or to bring an action or pursuit for the breach of any terms of this [Certificate; Contract; Policy].

[31.]  Time to Sue.   
No action at law or in equity may be maintained against Us prior to the expiration of 60 days after written submission of a claim has been furnished to Us as required in this [Certificate; Contract; Policy].  You must start any lawsuit against Us under this [Certificate; Contract; Policy] within [two (2); three (3)] years from the date the claim was required to be filed.

That means that, when the proper procedures for starting a lawsuit in these courts have been followed, the courts can order You to defend any action We bring against You.]

The waiver by any party of any breach of any provision of this [Certificate; Contract; Policy] will not be construed as a waiver of any subsequent breach of the same or any other provision.  The failure to exercise any right hereunder will not operate as a waiver of such right.

[35.]  Who May Change this [Certificate; Contract; Policy].  
This [Certificate; Contract; Policy] may not be modified, amended, or changed, except in writing and signed by Our [Chief Executive Officer (“CEO”); Chief Operating Officer (“COO”); President] or a person designated by the [CEO; COO; President].  No employee, agent, or other person is authorized to interpret, amend, modify, or otherwise change this [Certificate; Contract; Policy] in a manner that expands or limits the scope of coverage, or the conditions of eligibility, enrollment, or participation, unless in writing and signed by the [CEO; COO; President] or person designated by the [CEO; COO; President].

[36.]  Who Receives Payment under this [Certificate; Contract; Policy].  
Payments under this [Certificate; Contract; Policy] for services provided by a Participating Provider will be made directly by Us to the Provider.  If You receive services from a Non-Participating Provider, We reserve the right to pay either [You; the Subscriber] or the Provider.  However, We will directly pay a Provider instead of You for Emergency Services, including inpatient services following Emergency Department Care[, air ambulance services], and surprise bills.  For pre-hospital emergency medical services, emergency ground and water ambulance transportation, [and non-emergency ambulance transportation], if You assign benefits to a Non-Participating Provider licensed under New York Public Health Law Article 30, We will pay the Non-Participating Provider directly.  If You do not assign benefits to a Non-Participating Provider licensed under New York Public Health Law Article 30, We will pay You and the Non-Participating Provider jointly.

[38.]  Your Medical Records and Reports.  
In order to provide Your coverage under this [Certificate; Contract; Policy], it may be necessary for Us to obtain Your medical records and information from Providers who treated You.  Our actions to provide that coverage include processing Your claims, reviewing Grievances, Appeals or complaints involving Your care, and quality assurance reviews of Your care, whether based on a specific complaint or a routine audit of randomly selected cases.  By accepting coverage under this [Certificate; Contract; Policy], except as prohibited by state or federal law, You automatically give Us or Our designee permission to obtain and use Your medical records for those purposes and You authorize each and every Provider who renders services to You to:
· Disclose all facts pertaining to Your care, treatment, and physical condition to Us or to a medical, dental, or mental health professional that We may engage to assist Us in reviewing a treatment or claim, or in connection with a complaint or quality of care review;
· Render reports pertaining to Your care, treatment, and physical condition to Us, or to a medical, dental, or mental health professional that We may engage to assist Us in reviewing a treatment or claim; and
· Permit copying of Your medical records by Us.

We agree to maintain Your medical information in accordance with state and federal confidentiality requirements.  However, to the extent permitted under state or federal law, You automatically give Us permission to share Your information with the New York State Department of Health, quality oversight organizations, and third parties with which We contract to assist Us in administering this [Certificate; Contract; Policy], so long as they also agree to maintain the information in accordance with state and federal confidentiality requirements.
